INTERNATIONAL STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAMME (INSTEP)

NTU has established an International Student Exchange Programme (INSTEP) to enable you to study overseas for a period of time while pursuing your degree in NTU/NIE.  Besides broadening the learning experience, INSTEP is a timely response to Singapore’s regional and global economic thrust; it provides more opportunities for you to develop global perspectives in the disciplines you are pursuing.

Who can participate?

If you are enrolled in a full-time degree course in NTU/NIE at the time of the exchange, you are eligible to participate.  You should preferably have completed at least one year of the course at the time of participation.  Also, because places are limited, good grades and a suitable personality to cope with conditions in a foreign environment would give you the advantage when competing with other applicants.

Benefits of INSTEP

INSTEP is a once-a-life-time opportunity for you to spend a few months in a foreign university, experience life and learning in a new and interesting environment, and still be able to continue with your studies uninterrupted.  You may be able to take up subjects that are not available in NTU/NIE, study and build friendships with students of different nationalities, abilities and backgrounds.  You will get cross-cultural exposure, see places and learn about another country.

How much will it cost?

Under the Exchange Scheme (Scheme 1), you do not need to pay tuition fees to the overseas university; you will, however continue to pay fees to NTU/NIE.  Under the Fee-Paying Scheme (Scheme 2), you will pay tuition and other fees to the overseas university but your fees at NTU will be waived.  All other costs such as travel, accommodation, meals, health insurance, visas, books and entertainment, will be borne by you.

You can also refer to the website of the overseas university which you are interested in to find out more specifically the costs of living in that particular university.
